Background:  In 2023, farmers and producers across the United States experienced significant 
agricultural losses due to natural disasters including floods, hurricanes, droughts, tornadoes, and 
wildfires. These disasters have severely affected crop and livestock producƟon and conƟnue to 
jeopardize our naƟon’s food security and the economic stability of our rural communiƟes. The 
agriculture industry supports millions of jobs and provides essenƟal resources for both domesƟc and 
global markets. Providing immediate disaster funding is criƟcal to safeguard the long-term 
sustainability of the agricultural sector, support rural communiƟes, and ensure a reliable food supply 
chain for all Americans.  
 
Agriculture Disaster Supplemental Appropriations Bill Summary:   

 Appropriates $14 billion to the Office of the Secretary for Agriculture for necessary expenses 
related to 2023 disasters. 

 Includes a $1.5 billion carveout for livestock losses and provides expanded assistance to 
livestock producers, including relocaƟon of livestock, feed crop losses, and shelter-in-place 
procedures. 

 Covers quality loss from smoke-tainted wine grapes due to wildfire. 
 Includes addiƟonal provisions modeled aŌer the 2021 Emergency Relief Program and the 

Supplemental AppropriaƟons Act of 2022 covering the definiƟon of drought, direct payments to 
producers, payment limitaƟons, crop insurance requirements, etc.  

 Includes a new provision to ensure payments are administered simultaneously for all producers, 
regardless of type of qualified loss.
